At 6h pm sent down the Crosjack & (?) (?).  At 5h a.m. sett the foursail four & hain topp sail.  At 6h a.m. sett the four & hain topp gallant sails.  At 7h a.m. saw a wasett standing to the Northwest.  Variation ¼ west
Saturday October the 23rd, 1841


At One O’Clock in the morning 8 men stole one of the brigs boat and ran away.  2 men ran away out of the Capt’s gigg.  2 (?) men Patrick Carpenter & Conklin ran away.  Over hal of all the Riggen Have upp the best bower and rode for Singel ancor.  Hade several viseter on board during the day one man ran away in the shore boats and 1 man sent in shore sick
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Remarks on board Thursday September 30th 1841


This 24h fresh breezes & cloudy.  At 2 p.m. sett (?) & Spring Stay sail.  At 3 p.m sent upp the crosjack jard & sett the messen topsail.  At 5 p.m. stowed the four & main topp gallant sails saw 2 vessels standing to the wesward.  At 11 p.m. Tack one Reef in the main toppsail. At 8 a.m. left out the reef in the main toppsail.
At 9 A. M. saw a ship standing to the Northward.  
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Remarks on board Friday October 1st 1841
This 24h Strong breezes & cloudy saw standing to the westward a ship hoysted signalbut received no answer at 1 pm.  Set the Gibb at 2. p.m. Hold down the Gibb at 5 p.m.  

Tock in the four & haine Topp gallant sails dubled reeft the three topp sails saw two vessels standing westward under short sails. 
At 3h 30m a.m. tock in the foure sail and set the topmast staysail and four trysail 

Furld the three toppsails & set the spancer.
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Saturday October 2nd, 1841
Ferst part of this 24h light breezes medle & latter part havey gales with raine at 1 p.m. Saw a brigg under single reeft toppsails 

at noon stopt the engen at 8h 30m started the machinery head igan.  

At 1. a.m. Lock down at the gards & houwst the three topmasts.  Sea and wind increasing with havy raine.
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Remarks on board Sunday October 3rd, 1841

This 24h havy gales and a heigh sea.  Stove in the forward gard houses lost the greater part of the live stock.  Secured the riggen & spars for the night.

Tock the messen topmasts & gards upp & sett up the riggen, Mand the gigg and Sett the Captain and Mr. Schylor & Hamilton In shore.  

Squared the gards and mead everything snug. 

Friday October the 22nd, 1841

Rigged purchases for hoystering in coal- part of the people hoysting coal and part washt gunn & berthdeck.  Let go the best bower to Moore shipp

Saturday October 23rd, 1841
