At 2h 45m P.M. the Leight ship wars bore NNE Dist 4 Miles a 4 P.M.  Braite upp the Maine trysail at 5 P.M. Sent  the foure and maine yards in Deack at 8h 20m P.M.  Beachy Head bore NE Dist 5 Miles past several vessels

At 3h 30m A.M. Dunge Neas bore NNW Dist 3 Miles at 9h 25m A.M.   Gull Stream Light Shipp bore NNW at 10 past the boy used the Petent Logg

Owers Light in Sat 50’ 40’’ N Long O (degrees) 40’’ West from which I tacke my Departure

At 7 A.M. saw 4 vessels standing to the Eastward at 8 A.M.  Soundet in 26 fine brown sand at noon soundet in 22 fo the same bottom from galloper to noon 15 miles hr patent Logg.
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
