In cooperation with the Special Collections Library at Middlebury College, this website provides an assortment of photographs from the Ernest Hemingway Family Collection.  The collection in its entirety consists of family correspondence, journals, more than 1400 original letters and 151 scans of Hemingway’s letters, as well as a collection of family photos.
  This website focuses on the Hemingway family photos of children as well as children’s handwritten letters.  Ernest, the second of six children, was born in 1899 in Oak Park, Illinois.  These images show Ernest as a young boy with his four sisters, Marcelline, Ursula, Madelaine, and Carol, as well as his brother Leicester.  Photographs of the Hemingway children during their leisure time highlight games between cowboys and Indians, and the desire to be in costume.  Family photos highlight the relationship between siblings, as well as the frequency of children dressed in androgynous clothing.
