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e IfI wrote “redo” on your homework, then your score is 3/10 or lower. Redoing the
homework will get you no less than the original score, but no more than 5/10. Still,
it’s not about the score only; it’s about learning. By redoing the homework, you will
learn what you first missed. Bottom line: do the “redo” if you are indeed seriously

interested in learning Arabic.
